Projekt raziskuje nizkotehnološke brezžične ba-
letne performanse kot direktne gverilske baletne 
akcije z neposrednimi prenosi v živo. Avtorja skupaj 
z roboti in vohunsko opremo vdirata v različne 
prostore in kontekste ter izvajata internetne 
baletne koreografije, temelječe na računalniških 
jezikih. Štromajer in Zorman poleg svojih, baletno 
nesposobnih teles, manipulirata plesno omeje-
ne in politično tesnobne daljinsko vodene robote 
z vohunskimi kamerami, ki plešejo medmrežni 
balet. Avtorja iščeta v povezavi klasičnega baleta 
in digitalnih medijev prostor najmanjšega možne-
ga gibanja, prevajata telo v računalniško kodo in 
raziskujeta omejene gibalne sposobnosti robotov. 
Ballettikka Internettikka prevzema gverilske takti-
ke boja in jih premešča v dolgočasne kontekste, v 
katerih potekajo izpraznjeni procesi brez razloga. V 
izpraznjenih in brezrazložnih gverilskih strategijah 
vidita avtorja eno od uspešnejših možnosti dialoga 
umetnosti s kapitalom in anarhistično avtodestruk-
cijsko sodobno potrošniško družbo.

Ballettikka Internettikka uses impossible connec-
tions to develop the possible strategies of resis-
tance and disobedience. The project participates 
in the already existing protocols of communication, 
yet without being servile to these protocols, it 
opens up links between emotionality and technolo-
gy, production and ethics, desire and organization, 
imagination and institution. The distribution of po-
litics and intimacy without any reason and purpo-
se, with the use of limited, defined and controlled 
protocols is a dystopia and an unsubmissive revolt 
to the world of capital, which can be disarmed only 
by the use of its own tactics.
